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History of The Farm

Nestled in the heart of Collin County, The Farm is more than
just a piece of land, it’s a story of perseverance, evolution and
deep-rooted community ties. Bob Johnson Sr., who owned a
very successful air conditioning business in Dallas, purchased
160 acres back in 1964 in what was then a very rural Collin
County. Much of Collin County at that time was dominated by
cotton fields and Mr. Johnson’s property was a part of that
agricultural history.
Construction on the property initially focused on a simple
trophy room, showcasing Mr. Johnson’s hunting collection
including elk, deer, pheasant and more. While dove and quail
trophies originated on the property itself, the room stood as a
proud testament of the area’s wildlife and natural beauty. Bob
and his wife, Doris, moved from Dallas to the farm and built a
home east of Watters Creek embracing a rural lifestyle. As the
farm grew and local housing was sparse, Bob built a duplex
on the farm to serve as a home for the workers who cultivated
the land. The property was served by a water well providing
fresh water, a rarity in this area of Collin County and the well
was only 60’ deep (the well installed a few years ago for The
Farm is nearly ¼ mile deep). Water was so rare that when a
neighbor’s farmhouse up the hill near where Stacy Road is
located today struggled to find water, the Johnsons extended
a lifeline through a shared pipeline.
Over the years, as Collin County grew, some of the land was
used for Highway 121 and parcels were sold for what is now
Craig Ranch and the development west of Alma Drive. This
allowed Bob to buy more land and consolidate his farm along
Ridgeview and Alma Drives.
Five years ago, the Johnson family decided it was time to
create a truly unique FARM on Bob’s land, now a total of 135
acres and framed by Highway 121, Alma Drive and Ridgeview
Drive. From its humble beginnings to is remarkable growth,
The Farm remains a cornerstone of Collin County’s landscape.
